

JOB DESCRIPTION – ECOLOGIST

The successful candidate will have at least a degree in a natural science or conservation or environmental science.  A minimum of 1 to 3 years of professional work in the field of nature conservation is also required.  The candidate should have good field and scientific knowledge of a minimum of one species/group, e.g. invertebrates, herpetofauna, aquatic or wetland ecology.  We are looking for in particular someone with good experience or knowledge of bats.  
The successful candidate will join a diverse team of highly talented, motivated and hard-working ecologists and landscape architects.  The working environment is lively, energetic, collaborative and demanding at times.  Applicants should enjoy stretching themselves professionally, and should welcome the opportunity to think innovatively and to solve unique problems.  The successful candidate will be a good lateral thinker, creative, and flexible.  

Key skills required are an ability to communicate face to face with a wide variety of people.  The candidate should be able to demonstrate the ability to prepare oral presentations, to write effectively, and to respond to clients in a positive manner.  Candidates must have a strong understanding of ecological and scientific principles and must be rigourous in their use of analytical information.    

This is a permanent position and is based in our London office.  The job will entail site visits to assess general and specific ecological issues; writing subsequent reports on site visits, working collaboratively on environmental impact assessments, attending meetings with agencies on behalf of clients, and liaising with voluntary groups.  Work may also include managing specialist sub-contractors.
